The importance of Openers rebid is often 
overlooked.  Opener wants to further describe 
the shape and strength of the hand.  It should be 
straightforward but there are many choices 
available and judgment is an important aspect of 
the rebid….by Opener (and Responder) 
 
Opener has to understand: 
 

• The bidding message of Responder’s bid 
• The bidding message of Opener’s rebid 
• How to show the strength of the opening 

bid 
• The best way to describe the shape of the 

hand – it’s not always obvious 
 
There are popular bidding systems intended to 
make Opener’s rebid more effective 
This is an excellent topic for your Fall brush up.  
You’ll go away with five tips to make rebids by 
Opener and Responder more comfortable and 
accurate.

Introduction to 2/1 Game Force 

 
Years ago, if you were playing with a new 
partner, you might be asked, “Do you play 
Stayman?”  The most popular question today is, 
“Do you play 2/1 game force?”  This is simply a 
variation of Standard American.   
 
Whether or not it becomes part of your bidding 
system, it’s important to understand what it’s all 
about, and why so many players are using it.   
 
The workshop addresses five areas of 2/1: 
 

• How the Bidding Message is changed to 
accommodate 2/1 and get partner to the 
best game and slam contracts 

• When 2/1 applies. 
• The Forcing 1NT response and the 

subsequent auction 
• A closer look at major suit raises and

• Becoming comfortable with openers and
